Consent Agenda: September Expenditures Approved
Public Comment Period- Hardin, a representative of the off road biker rally, gave synopsis on the previous event. Their group gives back with physical labor in the  maintenance of the trails, carry a prestigious magazine presence, and a helpful economic impact on the community estimated by Mr. Hardin to be close to $50,000.00 including a generous, and notable, donation to local students of $10,000.00.

Petitions, Applications, Appeals & Communications:
A. David Morris-Representative of the CCTA proposes a new grant option to the City. This grant would potentially help with bathroom facilities. The request is a 20% match of Cash or In-Kind. The CCTA will start the grant application process. 
B. CGRA Liaison Finance Discussion: The Challis Golf and Rec Association has not been issued the final bill for the cart barn and wishes to utilize the remaining funds for the fertilizer and irrigation pump costs from FY2025. Council agreed to pay the CGRA flooring bill under capital improvements, and wishes to see the cart barn improvements bill prior to assigning remaining funds to other expenditures through resolution process.

D. Signing Final Draft of Update to the CGRA contract will be tabled until November 12th Regular Business Meeting until further edits can be made to the document by the CGRA Liaison Terrill Swain and Councilman Peterson.
