Petitions, Applications, Appeals & Communications:
A.- Library Associate requested to obtain additional deregulation in finance approval processes. City approved to allow the Library Director financial freedoms with regard to a 3rd party approval from the City on key items such as marketplace expenditures that are initially approved for and appropriated within the library budget by the library board.
B.- Bryce Jones requested to obtain funding from the City of Challis to build a sprinkler system for the baseball field. The Council clarified the position of the use of taxpayer funds and its misalignment with this endeavor. Rogue Steirling of Empire Construction was in attendance at the meeting and offered to sponsor the endeavor entirely.
C.- Todd Dixon approached the Council to request clarity on the Golf Course budget while offering experienced financial counsel. Pointing directly to the contract agreement, Dixon revealed the lack of adherence to the contract on the City’s behalf while noting a variety of expenditures that have rested solely on the Golf Course’s behalf. City Council advises a meeting between the existing board members of the Golf Course and themselves to appropriate a proper amount of finance to uphold the existing contract.
D.- Tad Nigg- RC Car Project for Challis Youth was proposed to be placed in the vacant space between the tennis courts and the skatepark. Council agreed to allow this piece of City Park Proper to be developed by the RC Car Club, as well as maintained by its users.
E.- Kings’ requested property acquisition to maintain the weeds on the parcel next to them. Council advised to develop the area with moveable objects such as boulders to mitigate the use of the space adjacent their property line by motorized off road vehicles.
F.- Joseph Valdez proposed edits to his prior variance request and was advised upon such. He will move forward with a Public Hearing for a formal variance request.
G.- Kesha requested a variance for a sign request and was ABSENT (Matter removed from the table).
H.- Kailey Weir, of Centerra Gold, requested 5 housing permits for the RV Park which were approved.
I. Rogue Stierling, of Empire Construction, submitted 5 housing permits for Centerra Park Subdivision, Council has tabled the matter until after the Public Hearing has taken place for the Plat Approval for Centerra Park Subdivision.

Ordinances, Resolutions & Agreements:
Ordinance Amendment 5-4-1 was read for the 2nd time. Once more will follow up in finality at the next regular meeting of council on June 10th 2025.
